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MAINTENANCE

DEGAUSSING

A degaussing circuit in this unit clears up color
errors on the TV screen. Color errors occur when
there is any excess magnetism close to the unit.
This circuit is designed to operate once when the
unit is first plugged in. If you see minor color
errors on the screen, unplug the unit for approx-
imately 30 minutes. When you plug the unit again,
the degaussing circuit will operate to clear errors.
Take this step any time the TV screen is accidental-
ly magnetized or when you move the unit.

AUTO HEAD CLEANING
