You cannot record copy-protected video using this
unit.

GLossary

Analog audio

Dolby Digital

Regions code

An electrical signal that directly
represents sound.

Compare this to digital audio
which can be an electrical signal,
but is an indirect representation of
sound. See also "Digital audio".

Aspect ratio

The system to compress digital
sound developed by Dolby
Laboratories.

It offers you sound of stereo(2ch)
or multi-channel audio (up to

6 channels (5.1ch)).

MP3 (MPEG Audio Layer 3)

The width of a TV screen is rela-
tive to its height. Conventional TVs
are 4:3 (in other words, the
screen is almost square);
widescreen models are 16:9 (the
screen is almost twice as wide as
it is high).

Chapter

Just as a book is split up into sev-
eral chapters, a title on a DVD
disc is usually divided into chap-
ters.

CPRM
(Content Protection for
Recordable Media)

CPRM is a copy protection sys-
tem with scramble system regard-
ing the recording of "copy-once"
broadcast programs (e.g. some
satellite broadcasts).
